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 Drive ahead X number of miles and then take a particular exit...  
 In one of the prayers for consecration in our celebration of the Holy Eucharist, we state that he 
(God) ñblessed us with memory, reason, and skill.ò I am writing now to affirm that and to indicate 
that we (humans) have put that reason and skill to very good use, in some cases. 
 On a recent trip to Atlanta, Georgia, my hometown, I got yet another opportunity to use the 
GPS navigator I gave to Marie as a gift sometime ago. Boy, was she impressive! I say "she" because 
like so many other owners of such instruments, we have named the GPS navigator, which uses a fe-
male voice: Nuvi [Noo-Vee]. 
 I can't say enough about how very impressed I am with Nuvi and the ability that some human 
has programmed into her. Instinctively, she is able to overcome our errors, our mistakes, our goofs, 
our stubbornness even. She even sounded disturbed when, in our hometown, I took a route other 
than the one she had prescribed. This going my own way is a usual routine on my part. Marie and I 
have fun surmising what she might be saying to herself in such cases: ñSo, heôs driving again é.ò 
 On the way back to our motel in Norcross from downtown Atlanta, I misunderstood Nuvi's  
directions and instead of continuing up I-85 North, I was on I-75 North. Seemingly without hesita-
tion or any stuttering Nuvi spoke, "Drive ahead X number of miles and then take a particular exit," 
which I did (canôt remember the exact distances). When I reached the end of that exit, she had me 
travel a few hundred feet on Northside Drive and then she told me to take the entrance to I-75 
South. I followed her without question because this is not the Atlanta I knew decades ago. Traveling 
down that road for a short distance, she then directed me to another entrance (a cloverleaf) that led 
me back to I-85 North. I was back on track and with very little time lost and without too many extra 
miles expended. 
 I am still amazed how this instrument, without prompting from me or anyone else, without my 
throwing up my hands, could instantaneously redirect me, the human, and bring me back to where I 
needed to be. Having been a programmer, I surmise and imagine the algorithms that were written 
making it possible for this instrument to be able to make course corrections so instantaneously. 
And, of course, computer power and speed of processing information is phenomenal even in these 
small instruments! 
 As a priest and preacher of the Gospel, I bemoan the fact that our skills have not been sufficient 
enough to the point that we can help all those who have lost their way (ethically, morally, and the 
like) make a u-turn up ahead and return to right relationship with God and with their neighbors. I 
surely would like to be as amazed by such course corrections in human behavior as I am with Nuvi's 
ability to keep us on course.
